Introduction 

This document is the user guide for the Asbru Website Manager system. The user guide 

describes how you, the website administrator, install, configure and use the Asbru Website 

Manager system to create, publish and manage your websites. 

The Asbru Website Manager system is a web solution allowing you easy access to create and 

update the content of your Internet website as well as your Intranet and Extranet websites. 
The system is full-featured but very easy to use and highly flexible. By default it is configured 

with standard settings that should work for most websites, and the settings can easily be 

changed to meet special requirements. 

 

This user guide is divided into three main parts: 

 

Part 1 describes how to install and configure the Asbru Website Manager system to run on 

your website. 

 

Part 2 describes how to use the basic Asbru Website Manager system to create and maintain 

your website. 
 

Part 3 describes how to enable, configure and use the more advanced, optional features of the 

Asbru Website Manager system. 
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1 Installation and Configuration 

Installing and configuring the Asbru Website Manager system is easy and should take no 

more than a few minutes if you are familiar with web servers. 

 

Section 1.1 describes the system requirements and what you need to do and know before you 

install the Asbru Website Manager system. 

 

Section 1.2 describes how to download and install the Asbru Website Manager system 

program files. 

  

Section 1.3 describes the initial minimal configuration of the Asbru Website Manager system 

to get it running on your website. 

 
Section 1.4 describes how to proceed when the Asbru Website Manager system has been 

installed and configured. 

 

Section 1.5 describes how to upgrade the Asbru Website Manager system program files to a 

newer version. 

 

Section 1.6 describes how to translate the Asbru Website Manager system to other languages 

than the included default languages and how to use alternative languages. 

1.1 System Requirements 
The Asbru Website Manager system is very flexible and unparalleled in that it runs on most 

major website platforms: operating systems, web servers, and programming/scripting 

languages. No matter which platform your website runs on it is likely to be supported. 

 

If you need to switch from one platform - such as the combination of Microsoft Windows, 

Internet Information Server and Active Server Pages - to another platform - such as the 

combination of Unix, Apache and PHP ï you can simply move everything and continue to use 

the Asbru Website Manager system without purchasing a new website manager system, 

redeveloping your website and retraining your website administrators.

Before installing the Asbru Website Manager system you should make sure that: 
 

¶ Your operating system, web server, programming/scripting language and web browser 

are installed and working correctly. 

 

¶ You have access and permissions to copy files to your web server and your website 

directory/folder through FTP (File Transfer Protocol) or Microsoft Networking or 

similar. 

 

¶ The Asbru Website Manager system web server process/user has file create and write 

permissions for all your website files and folders. 

1.2 Download and Installation 
The Asbru Website Manager system is available for download from the Asbru website 

(www.asbrusoft.com). The software is available in a variety of packages and formats. Please 

check the website for details. 

 

The downloaded package is a compressed file archive, which you must uncompress and 

extract. The package includes a large number of folders and files all located under the 

ñwebmanagerò and "WEB-INF" folders. Depending on the downloaded package some of the 

sub-folders and files could be:

Please note that some of the Asbru Website Manager system files may be named identically to 

some of your existing website files in which case your existing files will be overwritten. 

Please make sure to backup all your existing website files before installing the Asbru Website 

Manager system. 

 

To install the Asbru Website Manager system you must copy the ñwebmanagerò and "WEB-

INF" folders and all their files and sub-folders including all their files and sub-folders etc. to 

your website root/home folder on your web server. Your website root/home folder is where 

your main homepage file is located. 
 

IMPORTANT : You cannot install the Asbru Website Manager system in a sub-folder of 

your website ï the ñwebmanagerò and ñWEB-INFò folders must be located in your 

website root/home folder. After installation the web address to access the Asbru Website 

Manager must be something like ñhttp://127.0.0.1/webmanager/ò or 

ñhttp://www.yourwebsite.com/webmanager/ò ï not 
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ñhttp://127.0.0.1/something/webmanager/ò or 

ñhttp://www.yourwebsite.com/something/webmanager/ò. 

 

IMPORTANT: File create/write permissions required. The Asbru Website Manager 

system web server process/user MUST have file create and write permissions for your website 

files and folders, or it cannot create and update your website files. You must grant ñwriteò 

permissions on your website root/home folder and its sub-folders and files. On Linux/Unix 

operating systems, use the ñchownò and ñchmodò commands to set ñwriteò permissions etc. 

for the web server process. On Microsoft Windows operating systems, use ñProperties / 

Securityò to set ñwriteò permissions etc. for the web server process (that is the 
ñIUSR_XXXXXò user where ñXXXXXò is the name of your computer). 

1.3 Quickstart Configuration 
After installing the Asbru Website Manager system files to your website root/home directory, 

access your website using your usual website domain name or IP number followed by 

ñ/webmanager/ò ï for example ñhttp://127.0.0.1/webmanager/ò. If your web server and 

programming/scripting language is working correctly, you should now get access to the Asbru 

Website Manager systemôs login web page. 

 

The default Asbru Website Manager system superadmin website administrator username and 
password is ñadminò and ñadminò. Please enter ñadminò as both the username and password 

to login to the Asbru Website Manager for the first time. 

 

When you login to the Asbru Website Manager system you will be asked to configure your 

Asbru Website Manager license key if you have not already done so. 

 

After configuring your Asbru Website Manager license key, you should change the default 

superadmin website administrator username and password to something else than ñadminò 

and ñadminò. Otherwise, unauthorized persons may easily get access to the Asbru Website 

Manager and modify or delete the content of your website. 
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1.3.1 License 
To use the Asbru Website Manager system you must obtain a license from Asbru 

(www.asbrusoft.com) and configure your license. The license may also be provided by your 

web hosting provider, if they have provided you with the Asbru Website Manager system. 

 

To configure your Asbru Website Manager system licenses please copy the license code 

provided by Asbru into the appropriate field and select Save. 

 

If you get an invalid license key error when you select Save please check the license code and 

try again. Your license key should be the full license key provided to you by Asbru ï 

including your website/email address ï and without any leading/trailing blanks etc. 
 

If you get a configuration file create/write error then your web server and thus the Asbru 

Website Manager system does not have permissions to create/write files on your website. The 

Asbru Website Manager MUST have permissions to create/write files on your website, or it 

can of course not update your website content. Please see 1.2 Download and Installation for 

details. 

 

 

1.3.2 Superadmin 
The Asbru Website Manager superadmin is your main website administrator with special 

permissions and access to configure your system. 

 

A username and password as well as an e-mail address must be configured for your 

superadmin website administrator. As default the superadmin username and password is 

configured to ñadminò and ñadminò. You should change the password to something else or 

anyone can easily get unauthorised access to manage your website. 
 

It is important that you remember your superadmin username and password or you may not be 

able to get access to the Asbru Website Manager system and to manage your website. 

 

As a safeguard you should also configure a working e-mail address for your superadmin 

website administrator and remember to update it if it changes. If you loose your superadmin 

username and password the only easy way to retrieve them is to have them e-mailed to the 

configured superadmin e-mail address. Otherwise, you will have to access your configuration 

file directly and manually to reset or retrieve the superadmin username and password. 
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To configure your Asbru Website Manager system superadmin please enter your preferred 

username, password and e-mail address and select Save. 

 

 

1.4 Installed and Configured 
Once you have copied the Asbru Website Manager system folders and files to your website 

and configured it as described in the previous sections, you are ready to start using the Asbru 

Website Manager system.  

 

There are a number of configuration options to customise the Asbru Website Manager system 

and to enable additional features to suit your requirements. You can reconfigure the Asbru 

Website Manager system and enable or disable features at any time ï even after using the 

system extensively, so there is no need to enable features until you actually need them. Please 

see 3 Advanced Website Management for details. 
 

Initially, we recommend you to use the basic website manager features to get familiar with the 

basics, which are described in the next chapter. 

1.5 Upgrades 
The Asbru Website Manager system is improved and extended, continuously, and new 

releases may be made available for download from the Asbru website (www.asbrusoft.com). 

 

This section describes the general procedure for upgrading the Asbru Website Manager 

system. However, the upgrade procedure may vary for some releases. Please make sure to 
read and follow any special upgrade instructions on the Asbru website. 

 

Upgrading the Asbru Website Manager should usually never cause any of your website 

content and other data to be modified or deleted. However, before upgrading the Asbru 

Website Manager you should always make a backup copy of your existing program files and 

data files, which you can restore if anything goes wrong with the upgrade. 

 

To download and install a new release of the Asbru Website Manager system, simply 

download a package in an appropriate format, unpack it and copy it to your website folder in a 
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similar way to your initial installation. The program files in the new release should replace 

your existing program files ï except for a few files. When upgrading you should not replace 

but keep your existing files of the following (located in the ñ/webmanager/ò folder of your 

website): 

 ini.asp and/or ini.php 

 user.ini.asp and/or user.ini.php 

 

These files contain settings for your website. If you accidentally replace these files, your 

website will use the Asbru Website Manager default settings and you may behave reconfigure 

your website settings and website administrator user accounts. 

1.6 Internationalisation 
The Asbru Website Manager system supports internationalisation with translations of all text 

to other languages than the default (English) and automatic detection of each website 

administratorôs language preferences. 

1.6.1 Asbru Website Manager system texts 
All texts in the Asbru Website Manager system are located in the ñ/WEB-

INF/classes/webmanager.propertiesò file. This file contains the default texts used if no 

specific language is selected and available. 

Additional language files can be created with translations of all texts to other languages. As 

default a Danish language translation file is included. The ñ/WEB-

INF/classes/webmanager_da.propertiesò file contains all texts in the Asbru Website Manager 

system translated to Danish. 

To add support for other languages, simply copy the ñ/WEB-

INF/classes/webmanager.propertiesò file and translate its contents. The copied file must be 

named ñ/WEB-INF/classes/webmanager_xx.propertiesò where ñxxò is the ISO 639 language 
code such as: 

¶ ar ï Arabic 

¶ de ï German 

¶ en ï English 

¶ es ï Spanish 

¶ fr ï French 

¶ ja ï Japanese 

¶ zh ï Chinese 

 
Additional language files for language variations can be created with translations for 

individual countries. To add support for language variations, simply copy the ñ/WEB-

INF/classes/webmanager.propertiesò file or another language file and translate its contents. 

The copied file must be named ñ/WEB-INF/classes/webmanager_xx_YY.propertiesò where 

ñxxò is the ISO 639 language code as described above and where ñYYò is the ISO 3166 

country code such as: 

¶ AU ï Australia 

¶ CA ï Canada 

¶ GB ï United Kingdom 
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¶ US ï United States 

 

To change the default language, simply replace the default English ñ/WEB-

INF/classes/webmanager.propertiesò file with a copy of another language file. 

1.6.2 Asbru Web Content Editor texts 
All t exts in the Asbru Web Content Editor are located in the 

ñ/webmanager/webeditor/properties.jsò file. This file contains the default texts used if no 

specific language is selected and available. 

Additional language files can be created with translations of all texts to other languages. As 

default a Danish language translation file is included. The 

ñ/webmanager/webeditor/properties_da.jsò file contains all texts in the Asbru Web Content 

Editor translated to Danish. 

To add support for other languages, simply copy the ñ/webmanager/webeditor/properties.jsò 

file and translate its contents (and add the language to the 

ñ/webmanager/webeditor/webeditor.properties.jsò as described below). The copied file must 

be named ñ/webmanager/webeditor/properties_xx.jsò where ñxxò is the ISO 639 language 
code such as: 

¶ ar ï Arabic 

¶ de ï German 

¶ en ï English 

¶ es ï Spanish 

¶ fr ï French 

¶ ja ï Japanese 

¶ zh - Chinese 

 
Additional language files for language variations can be created with translations for 

individual countries. To add support for language variations, simply copy the 

ñ/webmanager/webeditor/properties.jsò file or another language file and translate its contents. 

The copied file must be named ñ/webmanager/webeditor/properties_xx_YY.jsò where ñxxò is 

the ISO 639 language code as described above and where ñYYò is the ISO 3166 country code 

such as: 

¶ AU ï Australia 

¶ CA ï Canada 

¶ GB ï United Kingdom 

¶ US ï United States 

 

To change the default language, simply replace the default English 

ñ/webmanager/webeditor/properties.jsò file with a copy of another language file. 

To add support for new language files, the ñ/webmanager/webeditor/webeditor.properties.jsò 

file must be modified. Add the language/country code to the following line at the top of the 

file: 

var webeditor_languages = "|da|en|"; 
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To add support for a new language file name ñ/webmanager/webeditor/properties_xx.jsò 

modify the line to: 

var webeditor_languages = "|da|en|xx|"; 

To add support for a new language file name ñ/webmanager/webeditor/properties_xx_YY.jsò 

modify the line to: 

var webeditor_languages = "|da|en|xx_YY|"; 

The language/country codes must be separated and enclosed by | characters. 

1.6.3 Website Administrator Language Preferences 
The language used by the Asbru Website Manager is selected by each individual website 

administrator through his/her web browserôs language preferences settings. 

In Microsoft Internet Explorer language preferences can be selected through the Tools ï 

Internet Options ï General ï Languages menu/window. Please see the Microsoft Internet 

Explorer documentation for details. 

 

In Mozilla language preferences can be selected through the Edit ï Preferences ï Navigator ï 

Languages menu/window. Please see the Mozilla documentation for details. 
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The Asbru Website Manager system will detect the selected web browser language 

preferences and use one of the selected languages if available. If none of the selected 

languages are available the default language will be used.

2 Basic Website Management 

2.1 Login 
To access the Asbru Website Manager system to manage your website you must open your 

usual website address followed by ñ/webmanager/ò. For example, if you usually access your 

website using the address ñhttp://127.0.0.1ò, you must use the address 

ñhttp://127.0.0.1/webmanager/ò to access the Asbru Website Manager system. 

 
When accessing the Asbru Website Manager system you must first authenticate yourself 

using the configured superadmin or another configured website administrator username and 

password to login. Please note that you must enter the username and password exactly as 

configured with lowercase/uppercase, spacing and punctuation etc. 

 

 

2.1.1 Logout 
After a successful login you have access to the Asbru Website Manager system for your 

website ï and so has anybody else with access to your computer. Before leaving your 

computer for a longer or shorter period of time you should logout from the Asbru Website 

Manager system to prevent others from using it to make changes to your website. This is 

especially important if you use a computer which other people have access to. 

 

To logout from the Asbru Website Manager system, please select the ñLogoutò link in the 

top-left hand corner of the Asbru Website Manager administration pages. After logging out 

you will see your website homepage. 

 
You will also be logged out automatically after some time depending on the configuration of 

your web server. Technically, your login/logout is controlled through so-called ñsession 
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variablesò on your web server. Your web server may be configured to automatically expire 

session variables after anything from a few minutes to a few days. 

 

Please note that you will need to login again if your web server session variables and thus 

your login expire while you are using the Asbru Website Manager system. E.g. if you are 

using a long time to edit the content of one of your web pages and your login expires before 

you save, your changes will be lost. If you experience this problem you should make sure to 

save your work regularly. Alternatively you can ask your web hosting provider to ñincrease 

the web server session variable expiration timeò. Usually your web server configuration 

should be fine, but occasionally it may have been configured to expire session variables after 
just a few minutes. 

2.1.2 Retrieve superadmin username and password 
You should make sure not to forget and loose your superadmin username and password, 

which are essential to get full access to the Asbru Website Manager system for your website. 

 

However, if you do forget and loose your superadmin username and password you will be 

able to retrieve it if you have configured a working superadmin e-mail address. 

 

To retrieve a forgotten and lost superadmin username and password you must open your usual 

website address followed by ñ/webmanager/password/ò. For example, if you usually access 

your website using the address ñhttp://127.0.0.1ò, you must use the address 

ñhttp://127.0.0.1/webmanager/password/ò to have your superadmin username and password e-
mailed to your configured superadmin e-mail address. 

 

 
 

If you have forgotten and lost your superadmin username and password and your configured 

superadmin e-mail address is not configured or is not working, there is no other easy way to 

retrieve your superadmin username and password. 
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Alternatively, you must access your Asbru Website Manager configuration file manually and 

retrieve or change the superadmin username and password. The superadmin username and 

password is located in the ñ/webmanager/ini.xxxò file where ñxxxò is ñaspò or ñphpò 

depending on which programming language and version of the Asbru Website Manager 

system you are using: 

 

[config]superadmin_username=admin 

[config]superadmin_password=admin 

2.2 Home 
After a successful login to the Asbru Website Manager system you will see the main 

administration page. At the top of the main administration page there is a toolbar, which gives 

you access to the different sections of the Asbru Website Manager system: 

 

¶ Home ï return to the main administration page. 

 

¶ Help ï opens this user guide in a separate web browser window for easy online access. 

 

¶ Logout ï exit the Asbru Website Manager system and return to your website homepage 
as an ordinary website visitor. 

 

¶ Browse & Edit - an easy way to manage the content of your website simply by browsing 

your website in administration mode and editing the Pages of your website. 

 

¶ Website Content ï full access to manage the Pages of your website through the content 

administration pages. 

 

¶ Media Library ï full access to manage the Images and downloadable Files of your 

website through the library administration pages. 

 

¶ User Database ï manage the website administrators of your website through the user 
administration pages. 

 

¶ Configuration ï re-configure your Asbru Website Manager and website settings and 

enable/disable advanced website manager features. 

 

¶ Updates ï displays Asbru Website Manager system software updates and support 

services from the Asbru Ltd website. 

 

Please see the following sections for details on the administration pages. 
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2.3 Browse & Edit 
Browse & Edit is an easy way to create and update the content of your website simply by 

browsing your website in administration mode and editing the page content. 

 

When you access your website in Browse & Edit mode your website is displayed in a separate 

frame inside the Asbru Website Manager, where you can browse your website. 

 

Additionally, a number of left-hand menu items give you access to copy (Add New), update 

and delete your currently displayed web page in the Browse & Edit frame. 
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2.4 Content Editor 
The Content Editor gives you access to actually create and update content of your web pages. 

The Content Editor is accessible from the Browse & Edit administration mode as well as from 

the Content and Library administration sections. 

2.4.1 Primary Content 
With the default configuration of the Asbru Website Manager system, the Content Editor 

includes a Primary Content block with a Title input field and an actual Content input field 

depending on whether you are creating/editing a Page, Image or File. Simply edit the text in 

the Title field and update the details in the Content input field to create/update the content of 

your website and select Save to store the changes. 
 

The Content Editorôs Primary Content block may include a URL display field. This displays 

the content items URL website address for linking to the content item. 

 

Please note that if you select another link or close your web browser without first selecting 

Save, any changes you have made will be ignored and no changes will be made to your 

website content. 

 

To view your Page changes before saving and publishing them, you can select Preview to 

open a new web browser window with the currently edited content. 

 
If you are creating or updating a Page you will have access to a web editor in the Content 

input field, which allows you to format your text and insert images, files and links. Please see 

2.4 Content Editor for details.
